The purpose of the Iwo Jima Memorial Historical Foundation, Inc. is to carry on the mission started by  the Iwo 
Jima Survivors Association.  Our Mission is to maintain the National Iwo Jima Memorial Monument and park, 
perpetuate and honor the memory of American servicemen who fought and died there and to educate others 
about the WWII Battle of Iwo Jima.  The memorial is unique because it is the ONLY Iwo Jima monument built 
by survivors of the battle and honors their comrades who died there.  The monument contains actual sand from 
the beaches of Iwo Jima, rocks from Mt. Suribachi and flies a historically correct 48-star flag.  The park also 
includes an Eternal Flame which burns 24/7 in honor of all those who fought in World War II.  

Ownership of the memorial and park was transferred from the Iwo Jima Survivors to the Foundation which is 
now responsible for its upkeep and maintenance.  This event is one of our major fundraising efforts undertaken 
to raise much needed funds to keep the park operating and continue to present our programs to the public to 
educate and honor and remember all our veterans.  The most important remaining goal of Iwo Jima Survivors 
is to ensuring the perpetual care of the National Iwo Jima Memorial which they dedicated themselves to 
building.
